Center for Family Health Dental Clinic 784-9385 
817 W. High St. 
Jackson, MI  49203 
Service:  provides basic dental care to Center for Family Health patients who 
have diabetes.  Other adults may receive emergency dental care Tuesday 
mornings only.  Emergency care is limited to extractions.   
Eligibility:  Jackson County resident, emergency symptoms of pain and 
swelling for emergency care, or Center for Family health patient with 
diabetes. 
Fee: private pay or apply for “Health Pay” plan (sliding scale fees based on 
income) or Medicaid may cover if medical emergency. 
Hours: Adults with emergency symptoms may visit on Tuesdays only, doors 
open at 7:30 AM.  Clients are triaged at 8 AM, and seen as time permits that 
morning.

Service: Dental hygienists provide cleanings and dental X-rays for reduced 
costs. If further dental treatment is needed, they can refer to several local 
dentists.  If income eligibility is met, treatment fees may be reduced and 
Dept on Aging may assist with treatment costs. 
Eligibility: 60 or older for Dept. on Aging location, Michigan resident. 
Fee: Can bill Medicaid, private dental insurance or cash private pay. Fees 
reduced for singles with income less than $1670/mo, or couples with income 
less than $2247/mo: $50 cleaning, $25 for 4 X-rays.  Fees for singles with 
income over $1670, or couples with income over $2247/mo: $75 cleaning, 
$42 for 4 X-rays.  More extensive cleaning may be required depending on 
condition of teeth. 
Hours: Thursdays and Fridays, 9 AM-3 PM

Service: dental students provide routine dentistry like cleaning, crowns, 
bridges, dentures with work checked by instructors.  Therefore, longer 
appointments and more visits usually needed.   
Fees: 1/3 less cost than private dentists.  Initial appointment with x-rays $71, 
then second evaluation visit $40.  Treatment fees: cleaning $46, crowns 
$400-500, dentures $1000 complete set. 
Contact: Appointments required; call main office to schedule.
