VISITATION GUIDELINES & SECURITY RULES-DETENTION
1. This is a DRUG FREE, WEAPON FREE, ALCOHOL FREE, CELL PHONE FREE building.  If this compliance is not met, the supervisor may ask you to leave the building.  Visitation is a privilege, not a right.  Please abide by all rules.
2. ONLY parents, step-parents, grandparents, legal guardians may visit.  (Any other visitor must be authorized through the child’s Probation Officer and approved by the Youth Center Director before they may be permitted to visit.) All registered guest must present a valid Driver’s License or a State ID to Shift Supervisors prior to visitation.


3. Visiting hours are 2:00 p.m. to 4:00 p.m., Saturdays for those with the last name beginning with A-L and Sundays for those with last name beginning with M-Z, and designated Holidays.

4. Visitors may be subject to search.

5. Purses, handbags, and unapproved items should be kept in your locked vehicle or secured by you outside the Youth Center building.

6. A Resident list of approved visitors will contain no more than 5 names.  A maximum of 3 visitors per Resident are allowed in the visiting area.  If a person exits the visiting area, the visit is concluded.

7. Unapproved visitors and children supervised by an adult are allowed to wait in the locked lobby.

8. The Youth Center is not responsible for any items left at the Youth Center.

9. Mail, notes and cards must be sent through the regular mail system to the Youth Center before they can be given to a Resident.

10. Food, beverages or tobacco products may not be brought to the children in the Youth Center.

11. All non-staff visitors must sign the Visitors Log before visiting a Resident.

12. All Residents and their possessions are to be searched thoroughly by staff.

13. Please report all bad news or significant information to the Shift Supervisor before leaving the building.

14. Abuse of the visitation privilege by either parent or child may result in the loss of the visitation privilege.

15. The Youth Center reserves the right to refuse any visitor for any necessary reason.  
16. The following items are appropriate to bring children in the Youth Center: Must be brought in by parents, step-parents, grandparents, or legal guardians.  No personal hygiene items are allowed.

Books, magazines and comics
