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Childhood Lead Testing - Jackson County 2022 Update

The number of children <6 years tested for lead in 2022 is
climbing although we are still testing only 21.4 % of the
targeted population.

We know:

¢ The blood lead reference level for children has been lowered
to 3.5 pug/dL as a result of extensive evaluation.

e Read more about the lowering of the blood lead reference
value.

e Testing is necessary to determine where children are in terms of blood lead levels.

e Many factors affect lead levels in a child and testing is more important than ever.

e Conducting a blood lead risk assessment is a good way to determine if a child is at risk of exposure.

What can health care providers do? as of 3/4/2023 (Both charts)

- Contact your patients who are due for blood
lead testing.

«  The Quick Provider Reference Guide is updated for
working with children on your caseload to
determine testing recommendations, particularly
for Medicaid Enrolled children.

- Test for lead or retest if necessary. Early
identification of children with elevated blood lead
(EBL) levels allows intervention to eliminate
ongoing exposure and potential health issues.
